'RESIDENTS in Bayview, a
'sprawling indigent community
in Chatsworth, will begin a new

The eThekwini Municipality
“handed over” Bayview to a
construction company to begin
the first phase of one of the
biggest upgrading projects to
date - to rengvate more than
2000 of its lowsgost homes,

Having lived  in appalling,
conditions for years in their
“apartheid-era” council homes
built many years ago, residents
told the Daily News: “Finally, we

have dignity”.

The municipality sanctioned
spending an initial R6 million for
the “critical intervention” pro-
ject, but says *he entire renova-
tion project of its housing stock
in Chatsworth - the replacing of
roofs, windows and doors and
foundations - will cost more than
R50 million.

The homes in the mainly
Bayview, Westcliff and Cross-
moor areas were built by the for-
mer National Party government
more than 40 years ago and had-
n't had a major make-over since.

Unicity Deputy City Manager
Derek Naidoo says that rebuild-
ing Bayview was a win-win situa-

tion for the community.

Not only will their homes
undergo extensive renovations,
but the labour for the project
will come from the community
itself - 100% unskilled and 50%
skilled.

“The municipality intends to
use local labour from the tenants
of the flats to a large extent in the
revamp programmes, primarily
aimed to ensure that funding will
be ploughed back te the commu-
nity to assist them in making
payments for services,” Naidoo
said.
